Gingerbread House Box Instructions

After you stitch the Sekas Gingerbread house, dalecof the cut mat board squares and center
on the stitched area. Trim your canvas so thathyawe a 1/2” on all sides larger then the mat
board.

Place mat board on wrong side and center.
Glue the 1/2” edges down to the mat
board and apply clips. Let dry.
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Take the square piece of fabric and the other sguat board, trim the edges of the fabric to
about 1/2” larger than the mat board, center theboard on the fabric. Trim the corners, as

shown in the picture, then glue edges to mat boeking sure the fabric is tight around the

square.

Take the long piece of mat board and
scoreit. To do this you will need to
know the size of the box (2 5/8”),
measure 2 5/8” from one side asubre
lightly now measure another 2 5/8”,
score, AND one more time from the
top....measure 2 5/8” argtore Only
scoreit, do notcut it in to pieces. This
will become the walls of the box. See
picture to your right.
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Cutting fabric around the scored
mat board. Make sure to leave at
least a 1/2” of fabric all the way
around the edges to glue down.

Now, gluejustthe long edges
of the piece.

Bend the piece into a box shape
and fold over the short ends.
Glue these in place. This
“stretches” the fabric around the
box and gives it room for the
corners.

Sew the corner together. This will
be on the bottom of the box and will

not show. Let box dry foV
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Glue the box back on to the box and
hold in place with pins until dry. You
can also hand stitch this piece onto the
box but with this small piece it isn’t
necessary.

Do the same thing with the front of your box
which is the stitched piece. Glue it onto the
box. Hold in place with pins until dry.
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Measure around the box and tie the 1” ribbon
around it.

Add the greenery, balls and candy. Make a
bow. Glue down hold in place with pins until
dry!!
