Needlebook Instructions
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Stitch your needlebook following the cross stitch instructions. The first thing ®idmi
your stitched piece so it is flat. Now count out 15 threads from the outer edge ofitgbur st
ing on all four side. The 16th thread you will pull out completely as shown below.
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Cut in the “track” left by the pulled threads....I like to serge the edges ti¢heysdon’t
ravel, but this is not necessary.

Cut out a piece of fusible interfacing, make it 1/4” - 3/16” smaller than youcyastitched
piece . Iron on the fusible interfacing to the wrong side of your piece. Now turpigme
right side up and iron again to get a good bond with the interfacing.

Cut interfacing 1/4” to
3/8” smaller than linen.

Then you can cut your lining. | cut the lining the same size as my linert @sa pattern it

can be slightly bigger than the linen piece. Now, iron the edges of your stitchepiéwat

toward the back about a 1/4” all the way around .

Take a piece of ribbon 12” long and cut it in half, knot one end of both pieces. | like to singe
the ends of my ribbons so they don’t ravel (you can use a candle).




Make Algerian Eyes at both ends of the needletd®ekore sewing on lining. Use thread that
matches the color of your linen. | use an Algerian Eye because it addsystaliiie piece
and finishes where the ribbon comes out nicely.
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Take your ribbon and feed it through the Algerian Eyelet and pull so the knot is algainst t
fabric as shown

Ready to sew on the lining! Whew! Place and pin lining to stitched piece. You can use the
whip stitch or the blind stitch, which ever you prefer, to sew on the lining.

To sew the felt to the needlebook you can use a sewing machine to sew down the center
or you can hand sew the felt on. When hand sewing the felt on, | stitch on the linen side
so my sewing will be straight on the linen and look nice.
